MINUTES

 of the 1st Meeting of the COOMET Measurement Standards Joint Committee (MSJC)

28 April 2003, Yalta, Ukraine 

1. Changes in the Agenda

After a discussion of the Agenda (see Appendix 1) the participants of the Meeting (see the Appendix 2) decided:

· To exclude the report MSJC Chairmen from the Agenda because he will report during the COOMET Committee Meeting;

· The item 7 of the Agenda “Discussion of order of the COOMET project fulfilment” should be expanded to “Discussion of the organization of MSJC activity”.
2. Report of the Chairman
The next decisions were resulted from discussion:

· Chairman of the TC 1.7 should give detailed information about the present state of PR CMC COOMET reviewing to the Vice-president – representative in JCRB Dr. V.Belotserkovskiy;

· Chairman of TC 1.8 should pay attention to legalization of work (particular works provided in the framework of TC  activity without the opening of the projects are useless);

· Chairman of TC 1.11 should activate the preparation of COOME CMCs in the TF field.

· Cairmen of TC 1.12 and 1.8 to investigate problem of coordination of the “Programme of joint RM production within COOMET” (project 186/RU/99) with the “Program of comparisons and calibrations COOMET” ( project 271/Ru/03)

3. Discussion of the document “Regulations of the COOMET Measurement Standards Joint Committee”.
As result of the discussion the next changes of the item 1.4 of the “Regulations…” were suggested:

· Sentence “The COOMET MSJC coordinates and ensures methodological basis of cooperation between National metrology institutions (NMI) of COOMET member-countries in the following fields…” change to “The COOMET MSJC coordinates and ensures methodological basis of the Technical Committees for measurement branches in the following fields…”;

· Sentence “Planning, organization and methodological support of COOMET key and supplementary comparisons” change to “Planning, organization and methodological support of COOMET key, supplementary and bilateral comparisons”;

· After the sentence “Generating proposals of cooperation projects in the field of measurement standards” to insert the addition “Certification and use of reference materials”.


The corrected “Regulations…” recommended for confirmation by the COOMET Committee.

4. Lecture “Order of the CMC at the present time”

The lecture by the MSJC Chairman was taken into account.

5. Discussion of the current state of the CMC reviewing.

The discussion revealed that not all Chairmen use JCRB web-site and have clear knowledge about the order of CMCs submitting, reviewing and approve. A result of this situation is breaking of the review and approves deadlines by COOMET. 

The Meeting recommend:

· The MSJC Chairman should repeat sending the letter to TC Chairmen contained rules and password for JCRB web-site;

· The TC Chairmen should send their decisions about CMCs received fro inter-regional reviewing to Vice-president – representative in JCRB Dr. V.Belotserkovskiy as soon as possible. In the case of positive decision the Vice-president – representative in JCRB should put the deadline in the JCRB web-site 1.5 months since the TC Chairman response. 

6. Discussion of the document “Procedure for carrying out an internal review of Calibration and Measurement Capabilities declared by COOMET NMIs and participation in inter-regional review initiated by other RMOs”.

A lot of defects of the contents were revealed as a result of the approbation period of the “Procedure…”. The document seemed too large and suggested procedure seemed too complicated for reading and using.

The Meeting decided:

· The document “Procedure for carrying out an internal review of Calibration and Measurement Capabilities declared by COOMET NMIs and participation in inter-regional review initiated by other RMOs” is too raw for presentation to COOMET Committee and it should be stayed on the approbation stage;

· The JCMS Meeting should ensure revising of the “Procedure..” based on the comments. In particular amount of references to JCRB documents should be reduced and the Procedure should be simplified. The revised Document should be sent to the TC Chairmen for discussion.

7. Discussion of the organization of MSJC activity
MSJC Chairman spoke about the difficulties of the Committee activity. The TC Chairmen confirmed the difficulties. In particular, they noted that some of the TC members are not participate in the activity. Instead of them really other scientists from the NMI contact with the Chairman. Also sometimes CMCs submitted to the TC Chairman without TC member from the country. This violation of the procedures prevents the effective work. The representative of Lithuania and Russia suggested to discuss during the COOMET Committee Meeting possibility of sending the form of the proposed project by the TC Chairman on equal terms with the COOMET Committee member. The COOMET Secretary noted that the suggestion demands correction of COOMET Rules and Procedures and can initiate distortion of subordination in the countries during the project suggesting.

As result of discussion Meeting decided:

· To discuss during COOMET Committee Meeting possibility of proposition of the COOMET projects by the TC Chairman on equal terms with the COOMET Committee member. In the case of positive decision the MSJC Chairman should ensure preparation of changes of COOMET Rules and Procedures;

· To pay attention of the COOMET Committee members to necessity of responsible appointment of the TC Members from the countries and that official work has to be made only via appointed TC member. The COOMET Committee members should ensure submitting of CMCs by any NMI for intraregional reviewing only via the proper TC member from the country.

· The MSJC Chairman should discuss with the COOMET Secretary problem of elaborations of the Regulations of the TCs which activity has not regulated by the documents (TC 1.1, TC 1.3, TC 1.6, TC 1.9, TC 1.10, TC 1.11).

8. Presentation of the COOMET project 271/Ru/03 “Elaboration of the Program of comparisons and calibrations COOMET”

The project presented by the MSJC Chairman interested all participants of the Meeting. The project was recognized as actual one. It was recommended all COOMET members to participate in the fulfillment of the project.
