Proposal on the annual fee to be paid by the COOMET member-countries for maintaining COOMET Secretariat 

1. The COOMET countries are divided into 3 groups depending on the amount of annual fee.

The criteria of taking the country to a certain group are the following:

· gross domestic product;

· number of inhabitants;

· level of industry development;

· extent of foreign commerce  (especially the extent of export);

· level of metrological infrastructure development and number of personnel working in this area.

The amounts of fee for the above groups are as follows:

· 1 group – 3000 Euro

· 2 group – 1200 Euro 

· 3 group – 300 Euro
According to the proposed group division of the COOMET member-countries the overall amount of financial donations allocated to maintain the COOMET Secretariat will be 16000 Euro.
2. The proposed fee scheme will be introduced to the COOMET member-countries on 1st of January, following the year when COOMET Committee makes a decision on necessity to financially support the COOMET Secretariat.

3. The fee is paid annually as an advance payment. 

COOMET member-countries keeping membership on the 1 January of the current year should pay the fee annually during the January. 

An annual fee for new COOMET members is calculated proportionally from the moment of their taking a membership in the organization (i.e. over the months of COOMET membership till the end of a financial year). The fee is due to pay during one month since the date when COOMET Committee makes a decision on granting COOMET membership to a certain country.

4. In case of delay with the payment exceeding more than 6 months a member-country can not be represented at COOMET Committee meetings.

In case of delay with the payment exceeding more than 1 year the COOMET membership for a member-country is automatically ended.

5. A member-country holding the COOMET Secretariat is automatically exempted from annual fee.

In case of transfer of COOMET Secretariat to another member-country within a year the both member-countries pay annual fees proportionally to the number of months in charge as follows:

· A member-country holding the Secretariat pays over the months of membership in COOMET since the moment of Secretariat transfer till the end of financial year.

· A member-country going to hold the Secretariat pays over the months since the beginning of the financial year till the date of taking over the Secretariat.

The member-country handing over the Secretariat should pay the fee during 1 month since the moment when COOMET Committee elects a new COOMET President assuming transfer of the Secretariat.
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
