On the necessity of using in the international time and frequency comparisons 

equipment and methods  meeting requirements of the CCTF recommendations

Recommendation T&F 1 (2003)

The COOMET technical committee for time and frequency,

considering

· increasing number of COOMET countries joining the Metre Convention,

· extending number of COOMET countries, having signed or preparing to sign the Mutual Recognition Arrangement for national measurement standards and for calibration and measurement certificates, issued by national metrology institutes,

· the leading role of the BIPM Time session in forming the system for the international time and frequency scale comparisons in the framework of the Metre Convention,

· availability of the organizational and methodical support on the part of the BIPM Time session in the system of international time and frequency comparisons,

· the existence of technical directives on the software and methods for comparison equipment and technique, elaborated by working groups of the Consultative Committee for Time and Frequency and having demonstrated their effectiveness in the long - term practice,

recommends

· that metrology institutes of COOMET countries, having signed the Mutual Recognition Arrangement for  national measurement standards and for calibration and measurement certificates, issued by national metrology institutes, should make every effort to equip timing laboratories with facilities for time scales and frequency comparisons. These facilities should meet requirements the technical directives on the software and methods, elaborated by working groups of the Consultative Committee for Time and Frequency.
