MINUTES 

of the 2-nd  meeting of the COOMET technical committee 

TC 1.11 “Time  and Frequency”

Minsk, Republic of Belarus, September 3-4, 2003

The 2-nd meeting of the COOMET  Technical  Committee TC 1.11 “Time and Frequency” hereinafter referred as to Meeting was held in the Belarus State Institute of Metrology (BelGIM), Minsk, Republic of Belarus, from 3 to 4 September 2003.

       When opening the meeting the COOMET President Zhagora N.A., the BelGIM Director   welcomed the participants of the meeting.

       The meeting was held under the chairmanship of  Dr. Koshelyaevsky N.B., a representative of the COOMET National organisation of the Russian Federation.

 Standard of the Republic of Belarus    participated in the meeting.

       In the opening address,  on behalf of the participants the chairman thanked the COOMET Secretariat and  the personnel of the Belarus State Institute of Metrology for host of the meeting and also the national COOMET organisations who were able to send their representatives to the meeting. 

Then the agenda of the meeting was discussed, the latter having earlier been sent to the participants.  It was supplemented by the participants’ proposals and accepted as a whole.

As to item 2 of the agenda the Chairman of  TC 1.11 briefly informed  the participants absent from the previous meeting  on the essence  of the Mutual Recognition Agreement (MRA) and also on the state of work on realisation  of the Mutual Recognition  Agreement (MRA) as far as time and frequency measurements are concerned. In particular, it was said   that  in spite of the absence  of the CCTF (Comite Consultatif du temps et des frequences) formal list of Key Comparisons (KC) concerning time and frequency measurements the representatives of regional organisations under the leadership of Mr. G. de Jong (VSL), the Chairman of the CCTF Working group on MRA,  have succeeded to agree the Service Category classification scheme for T&F CMC entries.  The document  was submitted to the Secretariat  of the Joint Committee of the regional organisations and the BIPM (JCRB) and then it was sent  to the regional  organisations  for use in their work. An advent of this document opened a possibility of creating  the national CMC files in    accordance  with the JCRB recommendations and rules.

As to item 3 of the agenda the correspondents (the representatives of national organisations of COOMET countries) and the Chairman of TC 1.11 were listened to on the current state in preparing and submitting  the CMC – files for the COOMET local review and approval.

In the Republic of Belarus, BelGIM, the work on preparing the draft of CMC – files has been started, it is planed to be finished by the 1st of  October, 2003.

In Lithuania, VMT/PFI, the work on preparing the draft of CMC is nearly finished. Prepared draft files have been discussed with EUROMET representatives. There is real possibility to submit draft files before October 1, 2003. 

In the Russian Federation, IMVP GP “VNIIFTRI”, the draft of CMC – files were drawn up. On the 31st of May, 2003 they were presented to the COOMET Secretariat and to the vice–president Belosterkovsky V.I. for sending them to the COOMET local review.

As a result of the discussion the participants of the meeting agreed to submit the draft of CMC – files  concerning time and frequency measurements of the national metrology institutes  to the COOMET secretariat to October 1 for the local review and approval. The participants of the meeting came to the agreement on the procedure of review and approval.

As to item 4 of the agenda the Chairman of TC 1.11 informed the participants of the meeting about further activities on realisation of the Mutual Recognition Arrangement (MRA) with regard to time and frequency measurements. Special attention of the participants was drawn to the fact that a full value participation in the international time and frequency comparisons can be realised, and their results will be admitted in MRA as KC only in the case of observing the CCTF recommendations for comparison methods and techniques. The stated above, expressed in the form of Recommendation T& F 1, should be brought to the notice of administration of MRA institutes in order to equip laboratories with the necessary measuring devices and software. 

As to item 5 of the agenda the participants of the meeting informed each other on the state and metrology performances of the instrumental systems of the national time and frequency standards and on the activities for  improving the  methodical and normative base.

As to item 6 of the agenda the participants of the meeting discussed the draft Regulations on TC 1.11 (Regulation), presented in accordance with the resolution of the 12th meeting of the COOMET Committee and meeting to the requirements in structure to “ Standard Regulation on COOMET Structural Body”. The draft was previously distributed to national organisations. The participants of the meeting approved the presented draft Regulation and proposed the Chairman to send it to the COOMET Secretariat and to the Chairman of the Joint Committee for Standards and recommended the COOMET Committee to approve the presented draft Regulation at the nearest meeting.  

The participants of the meeting were informed by the Chairman on the replies that had been received for the request of TC 1.11 to nominate the national COOMET representatives for the COOMET technical committee TC 1.11 ”Time and Frequency”.

The participants of the meeting conducted an election of the Executing Secretary of TC 1.11. As a result of the discussion the candidature of Galygo A.V. (a correspondent of TC 1.11 from the Republic of Belarus) was supported. 

       As to item 7 of the agenda the Chairman  informed the participants of the meeting on the current state of work on redefinition of the Universal Coordinated Time (UTC). In particular, it was said that the experts’ opinion more and more inclined to keeping a homogeneous time scale and refusing from applying a leap second when forming the UTC.

      As to item 8 of the agenda   the Executing secretary proposed to hold the next  TC 1.11 meeting at the beginning of 2004- approximately  from 3 to 4 February. The place and a hosting institute will be specified after consultations of the correspondents with the Administration of the National Metrology Institutes.

       As a final remark the Chairman thanked the participants of the Meeting for the fruitful and intensive work. For their turn the participants of the meeting expressed their thanks to the organisers for the hospitality and  good organisation of  work. The meeting proposed the Chairman and the Executing Secretary to finish off the T&F Recommendation text and also a minutes of the 2-nd meeting of the COOMET  TC 1.11, to translate them to the COOMET working languages and send out  to the COOMET member-countries.
