OUTCOMES OF THE MEETING 

1. Activities of NMIs of  COOMET member-countries in the filed of training in  the area of information and information technologies 

Participants of the meeting gave brief information about activities in the filed of training, information and information technologies.

Decision:
· to take note of the information.

2. About results of 14 COOMET Committee Meeting
Mrs L. Astafijeva, Chairperson of TC 4, informed participants of the meeting about decisions of 14th COOMET Committee meeting (resolutions can be found on COOMET home page i.e. www.coomet.org).

Mrs L. Astafijeva drew attention of participants to several points regarding COOMET activities in field 'Information and training" which were discussed at COOMET Committee meeting, for example, approval of the layout of badge “Honorary metrologist of COOMET”.

COOMET Committee approved initiation of two training workshops in 2005:

· BIPM-JCRB-COOMET International Workshop following 14th JCRB meeting (May 2005, Misk, Belarus)

· COOMET Workshop following 15th COOMET Committee Meeting (June 2005, Uzbekistan)

According to the decision of COOMET Committee terms of office of Mrs L. Astafijeva, Head of COOMET Secretariat, were prolonged at the position of TC 4 chairperson due to re-election of COOMET President and Secretariat for another 3 years.

Decision:

· to take note of the information about results of 14 COOMET Committee Meeting;

· to take note of the new terms of office of Mrs L. Astafijeva, Chairperson of TC 4.

3. About COOMET Conception of cooperation
Mrs L. Astafijeva, Chairperson of TC 4, informed that 14th COOMET Committee meeting came up with a decision to specify deadline for preparation of COOMET Conception of cooperation and TC members were proposed to contribute to the Conception. 

Decision:

· to ask TC members to submit their suggestions into the part - "Ways of cooperation development" by 25 of June 2004.
4. About appointment of Chairperson of SC 4.3 "Training and rising proficiency level of experts". About establishment of Subcommittees of TC 4 and their composition
Mrs L. Astafijeva, Chairperson of TC 4, informed participants of the meeting about candidates to Chairperson of Subcommittees – SC 4.1 "COOMET development based on analysis of international experience" and SC 4.2 "Information and Information technology", suggested at 1st meeting of TC 4 (these are Mrs L. Astafijeva and V. Bugaev respectively) and approved at 14th  COOMET Committee meeting.

Participants exchanged their opinions on most probable candidates to a position of Chairperson of SC 4.3 "Training and rising proficiency level of experts".

Mrs L. Astafijeva stressed out that SCs should be represented by interested TC members and experts of   NMIs of COOMET member-countries.

Decision:

· to recommend Mr. V. Ivanov (VNIIMS, Russia) for approval of COOMET Committee meeting as  Chairperson of SC 4.3 "Training and rising proficiency level of experts";

· to ask Mr. V. Bugaev, Chairperson of SC 4.2, Mr. V. Ivanov, Chairperson of SC 4.3  and TC members to submit names for SC 4.1, SC 4.2 and SC 4.3 by 15 of September 2004 and inform TC 4 Chairperson  accordingly. 

5. Discussions on the progress with relevant COOMET projects. 
5.1. Discussion of the progress with the approved COOMET project 251/BY-a/01 "Development and realization of suggestions for improvement of COOMET Web-site"
Ms. N. Lyakhova – the project coordinator (BelGIM, Belarus) informed the participants about progress with this project.  

Ms. N. Lyakhova also reported that COOMET Secretariat together with COOMET Web site moderator regularly update Web site information (database of COOMET projects, contact information of COOMET Committee members, Chairpersons of structural units, Cooperation members and their contact information, etc.). 

Chairperson of Joint Committee on measurement standards and Web-site moderator have been developing COOMET database on CMC (so far the page contains compiled table reflecting progress with preparation and expertise of CMCs of NMIs of COOMET member-countries).

However it was noted that improvement should continue for the web-site could provide up-to-date and precise information. This was supported by participants of the meeting.

Decision:
· to take note of the information about progress with the project.

5.2. Discussion of preliminary review results of COOMET project 270/BY/03 "Preparation of a review "National educational systems in the field of metrology in the COOMET member-countries "  
The project coordinator Mrs. L. Astafijeva (BelGIM, Belarus) reported that no comments were received from TC members and the coordinator regarding forms and the questionnaire developed to accumulate information on national education opportunities in the field of metrology in COOMET member countries (decision 1 of ТC 4 meeting). 

Since project registration coordinator received several brief overviews and forms completed from the following countries: Belarus, Germany, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Lithuania, Moldova, Russia and Ukraine. This information was duly summarised and distributed among participants of the meeting. 

Decision:

· to take note of the information about preliminary results of the project; 
· to change project status from  "Proposed" to "Agreed";

· to admit it advisable to ask interested COOMET member-countries which didn’t respond on the project to complete the questionnaire and submit it to the coordinator by 1 of November 2004; 

· to ask project coordinator to summarize information submitted  by 1 of January 2005  and prepare a Draft of COOMET publication  (as "Information material").

5.3. Proposals regarding new projects 
Participants exchanged their opinions on most probable projects in the field of "Information and training". 

Decision:

· to admit it advisable to initiate the following projects:
· Exchange with training programs in the field of metrology and their analysis for the purpose of elaboration of  general criteria to their content (proposal of Mrs. E. Hanganu, Moldova);

· Development of a training exchange program of COOMET (proposal of Mr. F. Arruza, Cuba);

· Specifying of assessment criteria for scientific work of young metrologists of COOMET member countries and suggestions on holding of corresponding contest under umbrella of COOMET (proposal of Mr. V, Zhiromsky, Ukraine);

· Elaboration of criteria for evaluation of skill level of experts-metrologists (proposal of Mr. V. Ivanov, Russia);

· Establishment of a WG for studying and arranging of publication of special COOMET edition (proposal of Mrs. L. Astafijeva, Belarus).

· to ask the initiator to prepare project forma and submit them to COOMET Secretariat by 1 of November 2004  for registration and circulation among COOMET Committee members.

6. Discussion of perspective work program of TC 4 including relevant steps for facilitating collaboration in the field of personnel training and the plan of necessary steps for improving informational activities. 

Participants discussed the most probable events regarding cooperation of COOMET member-countries in the field "Information and Training". 

Mrs L. Astafijeva, Chairperson of TC 4 suggested to prepare a Work Program of the TC 4 "Information and training" which can include steps for encouraging collaboration in the field of personnel training and metrology and improvement of informational activities (these steps are envisaged by COOMET Development Program for 2003 – 2004).

Participants of the meeting approved this suggestion.

Decision:

· to admit it advisable to prepare a Work Program of the TC 4 "Information and training";
· to ask  TC 4 Secretariat  to summarize corresponding suggestions of TC members announced during the meeting  (in line with point 5.3) and take them for a basis of  Work Program. Compiled material should be distributed among TC members for consideration by 1 of September 2004;

· to ask  TC 4 members to submit suggestions and comments to the Program to Chairperson of TC 4 not latter than  15 of September 2004 for further analysis and submission to COOMET Presidential Council meeting.

7. Discussion of initial information for publication of COOMET special edition
Mrs L. Astafijeva, Chairperson of TC 4 informed participants about works carried out by COOMET Secretariat regarding publication of COOMET special edition and suggested to establish a WG for elaboration of specific questions regarding publication of periodicals and their status. Mrs L. Astafijeva also suggested initiating of a COOMET project to tackle this matter (refer to point 5.3). 

Participants of the meeting supported this suggestion.

Decision:

· to take note of the information;
· to agree with the suggestion to establish Working Group on publication matters; 
· to ask TC 4 member of  interested countries to submit names of candidates to the WG concerned to Chairperson of TC 4  by 15 of September 2004.  
8. Discussion of the Conception on improvement of COOMET web-site 
Participants discussed current state of COOMET web-site and came up with a decision to immensely modify the web-site.

E. Hanganu, TC member from Moldova suggested that each COOMET Structural Body should maintain corresponding page on the web-site. It will facilitate updating of information about membership of TC and contact information and also results of current activity in the field of cooperation carried out by TC.

Ms. N. Lyakhova noted that sometimes it is difficult to change web-site information due to e-mail bypasses (the site moderator is VNIIFTRI) which, in its turn, is not always reliable. Ms. N. Lyakhova assumed that it will be more convenient for COOMET Secretariat to keep the web-site. At the same time data bases of COOMET Projects and CMC will be maintained by their developers (programmers from VNIIFTRY). 

COOMET Secretariat also proposed changes to web-site structure (in particular, to modify sections: "Contact information", "News", "Publication" etc.).  Ms. N. Lyakhova suggested the web-site to be bilingual.

Participants of the meeting supported the idea of COOMET Secretariat keeping the web-site and applying the modifications required. TC members also proposed to engage a skilled Web-designer to assist with modifications.

Decision:

· to ask Chairperson of TC 4 to inquire Presidential Council of  the following:
· modification of web-site structure in correspondence with the above suggestions;
· attraction of skill web-designer and subsequent financial aspects;

· transfer full support of the Web-site to COOMET Secretariat.
9. Place and date of the next meeting 
Participants agreed with Chairperson of TC 4 regarding continuation of holding meetings of TC 4  in parallel with meetings of COOMET Quality Forum. Place and date of the next meeting of TC 4 will be announced later on as well as the place and date of 7th meeting of Quality Forum (presumably in June 2005).

Mrs L. Astafijeva thanked all participants for taking active part in the meeting and specially acknowledged Department of "Moldova-Standard" and National Institute of Standardization and Metrology for perfect arrangement of the meeting and inherent hospitability.
