In the framework of item 3.1 of the agenda, V. Kuznetsov, L. Nazarenko, 
S. Tikhomirov, S. Anevsky, A. Sharoshkin, and O. Tarasova gave information on a status of the works on corresponding agreed Projects.



Project No. 157/UA/97. Creation and comparison of high-accuracy transducers for measurement of high-level laser radiation energy and power.

Coordinator: KhGNIIM, Ukraine.

Partners: Ukraine, Germany.

Project No. 168/RU/98. A state of measurement standards base in the field of photometry and radiometry for COOMET member-countries.

Coordinator: VNIIOFI, Russia.

Project No. 222/RU/01. Development of new measurement methods and new types of high-accuracy instruments for measuring irradiance in the range from 200 to 400 nm.

O. Tarasova proposed to exclude Project No. 299/BY/04.



In the framework of item 3.2 of the agenda “Discussion of the works on the proposed COOMET Projects”, V. Kuznetsov informed the participants that the following proposed Projects received a status of agreed Projects:

Project No. 276/RU/03. Comparison of measurement standards of the unit of refractive index.

Coordinator: VNIIOFI, Russia.

Partners: Germany, Slovakia, Ukraine, and Russia.



Project No. 311/UA/04. Comparison of national measurement standards of the unit of laser radiation average power.

Coordinator: NSC “Institute of Metrology”, Ukraine.

Partners: Russia, Ukraine.



As to item 3.3 of the agenda, the participants of the meeting decided not to propose new Projects.



It was pointed out that in accordance with the Resolution of the 3d meeting of TC 1.7 there was proposed a new Project on comparisons of reference materials of whiteness (Coordinator: VNIIOFI). A proposal to make Project No. 168\RU\98 as a permanent Project has been approved at the meeting of the Joint Committee on COOMET measurement standards that was held in May 2005.

Proposals on items 4 and 5 of the Resolution concerning

- a status of national measurement standards of COOMET member-countries;

-  inadvisability of applying new terminology when structuring national hierarchy schemes 

have not been approved at the meeting of the Joint Committee on COOMET measurement standards.

Yu. Sild and L. Nazarenko took the floor on item 5 of the agenda.
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As to item 6 of the agenda, the participants expressed a desire to hold the next 5th TC 1.7 meeting at the NSC “Institute of Metrology”, Kharkov (Ukraine).

As to item 7 of the agenda, it was recommended that a question concerning a candidature for a Chairman of TC 1.7 should be decided at the COOMET meeting in September 2006.

The participants of the meeting have adopted the following

Resolution of the 4th  meeting of COOMET TC 1.7 

“Photometry and Radiometry”

1. To recommend that NMI of COOMET member-countries should make more active a process of preparation, submission, and concordance of CMCs-data.

2. To exclude Project No.299/BY/04 from the working plan of TC 1.7.

3. To open a new Project on estimating a state of CMCs of VNIIM named after D.I. Mendeleev and on solving this question with the aim of approval of these CMCs by BIPM. Coordinator: VNIIM named after D.I. Mendeleev (Russia).

4. To work up a question concerning a candidature for a Chairman of TC 1.7 during a period before the COOMET meeting that is scheduled for September 2006. 


5. To open a new Project on comparisons of national measurement standards of luminous intensity belonging to Russia and Ukraine. Coordinator: VNIIOFI (Russia).

6. To ask Director General of the NSC “Institute of Metrology” (Kharkov) to consider the possibility and to render assistance in holding the next meeting of TC 1.7 on the base of the Institute in May 2007.
