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INTRODUCTION
COOMET is the regional organization originally establishing co-operation of state metrology institutes of countries of Central and Eastern Europe. It was founded in June, 1991 and renamed in "Euro-Asian cooperation of state metrology institutions" in May, 2000. COOMET is open for any metrology institutions from other regions to join as the associate members.

Now the members of COOMET are the metrology institutions from Belarus, Bulgaria, Georgia, Germany (associate member), Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, DPR of Korea (associate member), Cuba (associate member), Lithuania, Moldova, Russia, Romania, Slovakia, Uzbekistan and Ukraine.

The basic activity of COOMET is the cooperation in the following areas: measurement standards of physical quantities, legal metrology, accreditation and quality management systems, information and training.  The major objectives of COOMET are the follows:

· assistance in effective solution of the problems pertaining to uniformity of measures, uniformity of measurements and their demanded accuracy;

· assistance in promoting cooperation of national economies and elimination of technical barriers in international trade;

· harmonisation of activities of metrology services of Euro-Asian countries with similar activities in other regions.

CООМЕТ strictly adheres to Memorandum of understanding (MoU) and Rules of procedure in any of its activities. 

The co-operation of COOMET countries is established in the following fields: Acoustics, ultrasound, vibration; Electricity and magnetism; Flow measurement; Ionizing radiation and radioactivity; Length and angle; Mass and related quantities; Photometry and radiometry; Physical chemistry; Thermometry and thermal physics; Time and frequency; Reference materials; General questions con​cerning measurements (General metrology); Legal metrology; Accreditation and quality systems; Information and Information technologies; Training and rising proficiency level of experts;

The supreme body of COOMET is the COOMET Committee that includes the heads of state metrology institutions from COOMET member-countries. The Committee maintains the organization and provides for co-operation. The meetings of Committee are convoked at least once a year. 

The COOMET President is elected from among the members of the Committee for the three years period with an option of one more term of office. The president maintains the COOMET Secretariat by using resources of his own institution. 

The President proposes candidates of COOMET Vice-presidents from among the members of Committee for further approval by the Committee. The president, the Vice-presidents and the Head of COOMET Secretariat constitutes COOMET Presidential Council, which decides upon the COOMET policy, interacts with international and regional metrology organizations, manages co-operation in the period between Committee meetings and distinguish problems to be discussed at the meetings.

Organization of work in the basic fields of cooperation is the major task of structural units of COOMET (Joint Committee, Technical committees, Quality Forum).
The Committee members appoint representatives to the structural units of COOMET (Correspondents) from among candidates in their country. The correspondents propose a candidate of a Chairman of a structural body unit for its further approval by COOMET Committee.

The structural units can establish Subcommittees (SC) for working at routine tasks of cooperation and Working Groups (WG) in the framework of TC and SC for carrying out specific work on COOMET projects.

The official languages for the COOMET meetings and documents are Russian and English.
CООМЕТ has no financial assets of its own.

By the scope of cooperation COOMET falls into the list of organizations of a universal type. 
The activities of COOMET are carried out in line with the Conception of cooperation and related activities of COOMET approved in 2005 and COOMET Development Program for two-three years approved by COOMET Committee.

An important prerequisite of COOMET effectiveness is the collaboration in different fields of activities. Joint cooperative projects are the core elements of COOMET Working Program.
However, main attention nowadays is paid to the cooperation in the field of the measurement standards and especially to the implementation of CIPM Agreement on Mutual recognition of national measurement standards and of calibration and measurement capabilities issued by national metrology institutes  (CIPM MRA). Therefore, the majority of the COOMET projects are dedicated to the preparation of information on calibration and measuring capabilities, participation in key comparisons of national measurement standards in the framework of CIPM and regional comparisons of measurement standards and creation and implementation of QMS of National Metrology Institutes of COOMET members-countries.

The subjects of cooperation of COOMET member-countries in the field of legal metrology encompasses a broad range of problems, starting from harmonization of the national requirements in the field of Legal metrology in the member-countries and finishing with such applied problems as testing of software for measuring instruments, control of pre-packages.

CООМЕТ activities in the field of information support and training in a great scale connected with realization of the Agreement on Mutual recognition CIPM MRA (for example, development of a database for collecting and searching through СМС and comparisons accomplished by COOMET members). It also assumes exchange of training programs for personnel in the field of metrology, exchange of specialists, setting up of criteria for assessing work (scientific work) of young metrologists etc. 

Perspective task of COOMET is to find out new ways of cooperation between interested COOMET members regarding accreditation of metrological institutes, calibration and measuring laboratories.
COOMET is the member of Joint Committee of Regional Metrology Organizations and BIPM (JCRB), COOMET keeps close relations with OIML according to the Agreement, signed in 1993, with International Bureau of Legal Metrology (BIML).
Basing on mutual interests, COOMET also co-operates with Regional metrology organizations:

· European Collaboration on Measurement Standards (EUROMET), 

· European Legal Metrology Cooperation (WELMEC),

· European cooperation on Accreditation (EA),

· Asia-Pacific Metrology Program (APMP),

· Asia-Pacific Legal Metrology Forum (APLMF),

· Asia Pacific Laboratory Accreditation Cooperation (APLAC),
· Science & Technical Committee on Metrology of (STSMetr) of Euro-Asian Council for Standardization, Metrology and Certification (EASC),

· Southern African development community cooperation in measurement traceability (SADCMET),
· Inter-American Metrology System (SIM) ect.
COOMET is a joint forum of metrologists of Euro-Asian region – effectively working regional metrology organization which fulfils its tasks according to approved long term programs. Cooperation within COOMET and its results allow member-countries to successfully solve metrology related issues in national economics in the conditions of globalized market.

MEMORANDUM  OF  UNDERSTANDING

The National Metrology Institutions on behalf of which this Memorandum has been signed, considering:

· the territorial proximity of the States and their mutual economic relations;

· the necessity to permanently perfect the metrological services for the benefit of the economic and scientific relations;

· the similarity of their structures and of the operational principles of their National Metrology Services;

· their combined experience and the results of their previous bilateral and multilateral cooperation;

· their willingness to more closely co-operate with international and regional metrology organizations;

declare their intention of cooperating in the field of physical quantities measurement standards, calibration, legal metrology, accreditation and quality management systems, information technologies and training in the field of metrology within the framework of COOMET as follows:

Section 1 –  Members of COOMET
COOMET is the organization for the Euro-Asian cooperation of National Metrology Institutions (from the countries of Central and Eastern Europe, Asia and countries nearby) and is open to the National Metrology Institutions of countries of other regions to join it.

Section 2 –  Objectives of COOMET

The objectives of COOMET are: 

1. To contribute to effectively solving problems of the uniformity of measures and the required accuracy of measurements; 

2. To contribute to establishing closer cooperation between the national economies and to removing technical barriers to international trade; 

3. To harmonize the activities of the Metrology Services on the basis of international arrangements.

Section 3 –  Tasks of COOMET

The tasks of COOMET are to strengthen the links between the National Metrology Institutions interested in solving common problems and to create effective mechanisms in order: 

1. To achieve equivalence of measurement standards and to harmonize the requirements imposed on measuring instruments and methods for their metrological control; 

2. To recognize the equivalence of national certificates certified the results of metrological activities; 

3. To exchange information on the present status of National Metrology Services and their development; 

4. To collaborate in metrological projects; 

5. To promote the exchange of metrological services. 

Section 4 – Principal fields of cooperation within COOMET 

The principal fields of cooperation within COOMET include: 

1. Realization of CIPM Agreement on Mutual recognition of national measurement standards and of calibration and measurement capabilities issued by national metrology institutes (CIPM MRA).
2. Establishing and maintenance of primary standards and scales of physical quantities; 

3. Dissemination of units from primary standards to ordinary measuring instruments; 

4. Participation in CIPM key comparisons of national measurement standards and realization of regional comparisons of measurement standards; 

5. Development of new methods of measurement and of new types of measuring instruments of high accuracy;

6. Solving of problems of general metrology, including problems of the theory of measurement and uncertainties, systems of units, terminology; 

7. Establishing of a system of collection and dissemination of information on metrology and on measurement techniques, information technologies.

8. Definition, collection, evaluation and certification of reference data used in metrology; 

9. Certification and use of reference materials; 

10. Unification of requirements for measuring instruments subject to metrological control and of test methods in accordance with international recommendations; 

11. Preparation of conditions for the mutual recognition of results of metrological control and metrological supervision.

12. Implementation of calibration and recognition of its results according to the rules and procedures set up by international organizations; 

13. Assisting CООМЕТ member-countries to improve their activity in the filed of accreditation of metrology institutes, calibration and measuring laboratories. Finding out possible ways of cooperation in this field;
14. Creation and implementation of Quality management systems of National Metrological Institutes;

15. Training and rising proficiency level of experts.

16. Improvement of the organisation' activities and its structural bodies.

Section 5 – Structure of COOMET and working procedures

1. The COOMET body initiating and supporting cooperation is the Committee. It consists of the Heads of National Metrology Institutions of the COOMET member countries or persons appointed by them, one representative from each institution. The Committee will ensure that the activity of COOMET is in accordance with its objectives and contributes to accomplishing its tasks. 

2. The Committee shall elect its President from among its Members, for a period of three years, with the eligibility for re-election for one subsequent term of office. 

3. At the Committee meetings one or more experts may accompany each Member of the Committee. Only Committee Members may vote. 

4. The Committee may invite observers from other international or regional organizations to take part in their meetings. 

5. The Committee shall meet as often as required but at least once per year. 

6. On the proposal of the President, the Committee shall approve nominees for the Vice-  Presidents from among its members. 

The President, the Vice-Presidents and Chief of the COOMET Secretariat form the Presidential Council, which will develop the policies within the framework of COOMET, cooperation with international and regional metrology organizations, realization of the collaboration between the Committee meetings and preparation of questions for consideration at these meetings.

7. A year before scheduled election of a new COOMET president COOMET Committee nominate a candidate which after mutual approval became a member of Presidential Council having a status of “President Elected”. After a three year period of presidency COOMET President keeps status of “Former President” for one more year. In the end of this year the President Elected became an active COOMET President.
8. The Committee shall decide on its own Rules of Procedure and on those of other organs of COOMET. 

9. National Metrology Institute of the President will perform the tasks of the COOMET Secretariat, as a rule. 

10. The Secretariat will assist the President and the Presidential Council in the management of COOMET and ensure contacts both between the Committee Members and between Committee and structural  and  working bodies of  COOMET.

11. Following the decision of COOMET Committee for the purpose of initiating work in the major fields and directions of cooperation the following structural bodies of COOMET are introduced: Joint Committees (JC), Technical committees (TC), Councils, Forums etc.

The scope of their objectives, tasks and working and collaboration procedures is specified in relevant Provisions to be approved by COOMET Committee.

Every structural body is headed by a chairman appointed by COOMET Committee for the period of 4 years with possible prolongation of this period.

12. Structural bodies may establish:

· Subcommittees (SC) –  in order to address the permanent tasks of collaboration;

· WG in the frame of relevant SC/TC – in order to carry out routine work in the framework of particular projects.

13. Terms of reference, a head and staff of SC are defined by the relevant Technical Committee or by another structural body and approved by COOMET Committee for the period of 3 years with possible prolongation of this period.

14. Organisational and financial matters are managed by structural and working bodies individually taking into account collateral subordination of COOMET bodies.

15. A National metrological institution - Member of the organisation may invite to cooperation other institutions of its country, at its own discretion, for working on a project. 

Section 6 –  Languages

1. The languages of the Committee meetings are English and/or Russian. 

2. Documents of wide dissemination to be received and sent by the Secretariat shall be edited both in English and in Russian. 

3. Final reports written after completion of projects may be in English, French, German or Russian. The authors of the report are given the choice of a language sufficiently understood by those to whom they wish to convey their information or considerations. 

4. In other cases, any language may be used that the cooperating partners consider adequate for their communication. 

Section 7 – Rights

In order to achieve the objectives of COOMET, each Member of the Organization shall have the following rights: 

1. To have access, upon agreement, to national standards of other Members of COOMET; 

2. To seek cooperation and assistance in solving metrological problems; 

3. To propose subjects for common projects and participate in their carrying out; 

4. To receive information on the results of activities of COOMET Bodies. 
Section 8 – Obligations

In order to achieve the objectives of COOMET, each Member of the Organization shall accept the following obligations: 

1. To make available to the Committee, upon request, information on projects carried  out and planned in line with the scope of the COOMET activities; 

2. To provide assistance and services to Members of COOMET upon mutual agreement; 

3. To participate in common projects of COOMET to the extent of its financial and technical means and depending on its interest and competence; 

4. To treat confidentially any information on the results of pattern approvals, verifications and calibrations of measuring instruments submitted by cooperation partners; 

5. To take into consideration the COOMET recommendations and to support the implementation of the results of COOMET projects in its respective country. 

Section 9 – Cooperation with international and regional organizations

1. COOMET will make best use of the results of work of international metrology organisations:

· International Metre Convention: General Conference on Weights and Measures (CGPM), International Committee for Weights and Measures (CIPM) and International Bureau of Weights and Measures (BIPM); 

· International Organization of Legal Metrology, International Committee for Legal Metrology (CIML) and International Bureau of Legal Metrology  (BIML); 

· International Laboratory Accreditation Cooperation (ILAC);

· International Forum on Accreditation (IAF) 

· International Measurement Confederation (IMEKO) ect.,

and also of other organizations of interest to metrology such as ISO, IEC, CODATA and will follow their recommendations in its activities. 

2. COOMET intends to co-operate, as far as there is mutual interest, with regional metrology organizations: 

· European Collaboration on Measurement Standards (EUROMET), 

· European Legal Metrology Cooperation (WELMEC),

· European cooperation on Accreditation (EA),

· Asia-Pacific Metrology Program (APMP),

· Asia-Pacific Legal Metrology Forum (APLMF),

· Asia Pacific Laboratory Accreditation Cooperation (APLAC),
· Science & Technical Committee on Metrology of (STSMetr) of Euro-Asian Council for Standardization, Metrology and Certification (EASC),

· Southern African development community cooperation in measurement traceability (SADCMET),
· Inter-American Metrology System (SIM) ect.
Section 10 – Validity of Memorandum

1. This Memorandum will come into operation on the date of having been signed by at least four Signatories and remain open to further participants. 

2. This Memorandum may at any time be amended by written agreement by at least three quarters of the Signatories.

3. If a Member on behalf of which this memorandum has been signed, for any reason whatever intends to terminate its participation in COOMET, it shall notify the President of the COOMET Committee of its intention, not later than six months beforehand.

4. This Memorandum is concluded for a term of five years. Unless within this five-year period revision or termination is proposed to the COOMET Committee by at least one third of the Signatories this Memorandum of Understanding will remain in effect for another five-year period.

Section 11 – Liminations

1. Decisions of COOMET have an exclusively recommendation nature. 

2. The Secretariat’s activities are financed at the expenses of a COOMET Committee presiding Party. Other COOMET Members can extend financial support to the Secretariat on a voluntary basis, the Presidential Council and other COOMET bodies for the implementation of particular tasks.

3. This Memorandum does not limit the rights and obligations of the COOMET Members arising from other bilateral or multilateral agreements of cooperations.

RULES OF PROCEDURE

Rules of Procedure presented below have been agreed at the first Meeting of the COOMET Committee held in Warsaw on November 13 and 14, 1991 and updated and amended at the 10 COOMET Committee meeting in Almaty (Kazakhstan) on May 25 and 26, 2000, at 12 COOMET Committee Meeting in Havana (Cuba) on 6-7 of May 2002, at the 15 COOMET Committee Meeting in Vilnius (Lithuania), on September 8 – 9, 2005 and at the 16th COOMET Committee Meeting in Braunschweig, Germany, on September 4 – 5, 2006
They amend the description of the COOMET structure and activities which are part of the Memorandum of Understanding and have been adopted in accordance with Article 8 Section 5 of the Memorandum and should promote the effective solving of cooperation problems in the shortest time possible according to established procedures using modern information technologies and communication facilities. 

1. MEMBERS  OF  COOMET AND  MEMBERS OF  COOMET  COMMITTEE

1.1. From each State only one National Metrology Institution on behalf of which the Memorandum of Understanding has been signed, may be a Member of COOMET. 

1.2. Each COOMET Member must inform the President of the name and address of its appointed Committee Member. 

1.3. The Committee shall elect its President in open voting, by a simple majority of votes. 

1.4. A COOMET Member not represented at two consecutive Committee meetings without giving the reasons for his absence shall be considered as having terminated its participation in COOMET.

Decision on termination of participation of the COOMET Member in COOMET is to be made by open voting based on simple majority of votes at the next COOMET Committee meeting.
2. COOMET PROJECTS

2.1. GENERAL 

For each collaborative project a COOMET Project Form must be completed and sent to the Secretariat, which will arrange for its distribution to all Committee Members and to the appropriate  head of relevant SC/TC. This will enable all COOMET Members to keep themselves informed of areas of possible cooperation providing them the opportunity to join a cooperation.

Three separate forms are available
: 

· PROPOSED COOMET PROJECT FORM 

· AGREED COOMET PROJECT FORM 

· COOMET PROJECT PROGRESS/FINAL REPORT FORM 

Proposals for COOMET collaboration projects may be presented at any time. The collection of Agreed COOMET Projects will represent the working program of COOMET. 

The Committee Members will monitor the COOMET Projects to ensure they are in agreement with COOMET aims and tasks and are conducted in accordance with the adopted procedures. The COOMET cooperation can be extended to involve institutions from non-member countries in the projects provided the participants of the cooperation agree. 

2.2. SUBJECT FIELDS 

The Project should belong to one of the following subject fields: 

· Acoustics, ultrasound, vibration;

· Electricity and magnetism;

· Flow measurement;

· Ionizing radiation and radioactivity;

· Length and angle;

· Mass and related quantities;

· Photometry and radiometry;

· Physical chemistry;

· Thermometry and thermal physics;

· Time and frequency;

· Reference materials;

· General questions con​cerning measurements (General metrology);

· Legal metrology; 

· Accreditation and quality systems;

· Information and Information technologies;

· Training and rising proficiency level of experts;

· Improvement of COOMET activities.

2.3. PROPOSED COOMET PROJECT 

The Proposer of a project shall fill in a form (Annex 1), and via the COOMET Committee member of his country he shall send it to the COOMET Secretariat. The COOMET Secretariat shall register the project and distribute the form to the head of relevant SC/TC as well as to all COOMET Committee members who will inform the Proposer and the COOMET Secretariat of their interest within a period of three months. 

In case of no more COOMET members are interested in the fulfilment of the proposed project, it can remain in the list of proposed projects for up to one year.

2.4. AGREED COOMET PROJECT 

Agreed COOMET Project Forms, Annex 2, must be used when agreement has already been reached between a number of partners to undertake a specific collaborative project. It is only through the completion of this Form that COOMET Members will be advised of the agreement in question. 

The Working Group set up for accomplishing the project shall be composed of the persons stated in the Form. The Coordinator of the Working Group shall be responsible for keeping the relevant SC/TC informed of the progress of the project. 

Once completed the Agreed COOMET Project Form should be sent by the Coordinator to the head of relevant SC/TC and to the COOMET Secretariat for distribution to the Committee Members and also for inclusion of the project in the COOMET Working Program and in the data base. 

Should a modification e.g. of the composition of the Working Group or of the scope of the project be decided later, a revised Agreed Project Form shall be circulated.

2.5. COOMET PROJECT PROGRESS/FINAL REPORT 

This Form, Annex 3, should be used by Coordinators for reporting the progress on Agreed COOMET Projects, once a year. 

A Final Report must be prepared when a Project is completed. 

In this Report the results obtained should be presented and possible applications stated. Comments on the advantages of undertaking the work collaboratively through COOMET would be useful. 

The Final Report is not deemed as a publication of the work. 

Collaborators are encouraged to publish their work through usual channels, mentioning it was undertaken as a COOMET cooperation. 

The Coordinator should send completed Final Report Form to the head of relevant SC/TC and to the COOMET Secretariat.

2.6. CANCELLATION OF COOMET PROJECTS

According to suggestions of heads of SC/TC the COOMET Secretariat excludes projects from Working Programme, which are found to be unpromising and obsolete, however, retaining the information of such projects.  

3. Annual reports on the COOMET bodies ACTIVITIES

3.1. A Coordinator of WG dealing with the agreed COOMET projects sends annually the intermediate progress report on the project to the head of relevant SC/TC till 31 of January.

The head of SC/TC can address Coordinator of WG with a request to submit information on the progress with a certain project in a month time before the meeting of SC/TC.

3.2. The head of SC/TC prepares Annual progress report of SC/TC and forwards it to the Chairman of relevant COOMET Structural Body (SBC) till the end of February.

3.3. Based on the reports of  SC/TC the Chairmen of COOMET Structural Bodies prepare reports on the activities of their COOMET bodies and forward them to COOMET Secretariat and represent them at the COOMET Committee meeting.

3.4. Annual reports of the Chairmen of COOMET Structural Bodies established to fulfil specific tasks in the framework of COOMET, should have the following Sections: 

4. general characteristic of the cooperation in the respective field including information on specific works and  projects being carried out and on the participants engaged in cooperation;

5. results of the last meetings of SBC and subordinated SC/TC;

6. review of the projects completed and information on the use of the results obtained;

7. problems of cooperation with international and regional organizations in the respective field of cooperation;
8. activities for the implementation of International Agreements (for instance, the Agreement on Mutual recognition of national measurement standards and of calibration and measurement capabilities issued by national metrology institutes  etc.);
9. information on a prospective place and date for the following meetings of SBC and subordinated SC /TC;

10. proposals for resolutions of the COOMET Committee Meeting.

The total volume of the report should not exceed three to five pages.

3.5. COOMET Secretariat prepares Annual report on COOMET activities based on the reports, which are submitted by Structural bodies, and distributes it to the Committee Members before the Committee Meeting.

4. COMMITTEE MEETINGS / Convocation and procedure
4.1. The President will decide on the place and date of the Meeting, taking into consideration the proposals formulated by Committee Members during their last Meeting. 

4.2. The President shall notify about the Meeting at least ten weeks in advance and also send the preliminary draft agenda with the request to inform the President within three weeks‘ time of their amendments and more precise definitions. 

4.3. Delegates will be sent a draft agenda at least four weeks in advance of the Meeting. 

4.4. The agenda shall be decided by the Committee at the beginning of the Meeting. 

4.5. A quorum will be constituted by more than half the Committee Members. 

4.6. The Committee will attempt to reach conclusions by consensus whenever possible. If a compromise cannot be reached, the different points of view shall be recorded in the minutes. 

4.7. A draft report of the Committee Meeting shall be circulated by the Secretariat to all Committee Members within 3 month of the Meeting. In order to speed up the realization of the resolutions adopted at the Committee meeting, it is recommended to the COOMET Secretariat to prepare and distribute to the Committee Members the list of drafts of such resolutions at the end of the Meeting. Approval of the Minutes of relevant Committee meeting is effected through e-mail correspondence during 1 month after they were received from the COOMET Secretariat.

4.8. Between the Meetings the Committee can rise discussions on any questions by correspondence involving all Committee Members and also solve problems of cooperation at the Presidential Council, the meetings of which are convened by the President as required, but not less than once a year between the COOMET Committee Meetings. 

4.9. Similar rules may be followed by all structural and working bodies of COOMET.

5. AMENDMENT OF RULES OF PROCEDURE
These Rules of Procedure can be amended only by a majority of at least half the Committee Members.

2. Institutions responsible for legal metrology

The basic principles of legal metrology have been stipulated by the Units Act and the Verification Act, including the relevant implementing ordinances and additional regulations.

The physical and technical basis of the units to be applied in official and commercial transaction is today’s International System of Units (SI).

The tasks of legal metrology are distributed between the federal and the state authorities. PTB is responsible for pattern approval of measuring instruments and traceability to national standards used by the verification authorities.

The verification authorities of the sixteen states and the officially approved test centres for measuring instruments in the field of electricity, gas, water and heat are responsible for the individual testing of measuring instruments subject to mandatory verification.

3. Institutions responsible for calibration service
Calibrations are performed by the laboratories of the "Deutscher Kalibrierdienst (DKD)" founded and operated by the German Government - represented by the Accreditation Body of DKD - and industry. The basis of DKD accredited calibration laboratories is the traceability of their measurands to the national standards provided by the National Metrology Institute, the PTB. 

Industrial laboratories and other institutes which, due to their trained personnel and equipment, are able to perform measurements with the required uncertainty and whose standards are traceable to the national standards of the PTB, are accredited as calibration laboratories. Accreditation is granted by the Accreditation Body of DKD after assessment of the laboratories in accordance with the standard DIN EN ISO/IEC 17025. 

Membership of DKD within the "European co-operation for Accreditation (EA)" and the "International Laboratory Accreditation Cooperation (ILAC)" ensure the recognition of the calibration certificates in all membership countries worldwide. At present there are about 400 accredited calibration laboratories for electrical, magnetic, dimensional, mechanical, acoustical, fluid and optical quantities, as well as for chemical analysis, reference materials, time and frequency, ionising radiation and radioactivity, temperature and humidity.

According to the Resolution of the Government of Lithuania No. 518 of 1997 "On the approval, keeping and use of national measurement standards, and approval of the list of national measurement standards and national standards laboratories, authorised to develop and keep national standards", development of national measurement standards is being performed in line with the above mentioned Resolution as well as the needs and economical capabilities of Lithuania.

In Lithuania a decentralised system exists. Thus State metrology service performs functions of national metrology institute together with state laboratories, which are authorised to develop and maintain national measurement standards. 

Verification and calibration of measuring instruments and standards is performed by State companies - Vilnius, Kaunas, Klaipeda, Siauliai and Panevezys Metrology Centres (MCs), as well as the other accredited laboratories for calibration of certain measuring instruments. They are also authorised to perform verification of measuring instruments by the State Metrology Service.

The Lithuanian Metrology Inspectorate was established according to the Law on Metrology.

Technical committee "Metrology" is attached to the Lithuanian Standards Board. Its main responsibility is drafting written standards in metrology field.

Institute of Metrology is a research and education unit at the Kaunas Technology University.

MOLDOVA

According to the law "About metrology", which was adopted in the Republic of Moldova in November 17, 1995 the state administration in the field of metrology is entrusted to the Service of Standardization and Metrology of Republic of Moldova ("Moldova-Standard") being a National Metrology Body. 

Work of the Service in the field of metrology is regulated by the law "About metrology", decrees of President, government directives, international agreements and conventions of which Moldova is a signatory.

According to the authority delegated the Service do the follows: 

· ensure uniformity and accuracy of measurements in the Republic; set out rules of development, maintenance  and implementation of measurement standards; 

· define general technical requirements to the measuring equipment, measurement procedures and processing of measurement data; 

· performs metrological surveillance and control over observance of technical regulation, standards, metrological norms and other relevant documents;

· performs type approval of measuring instruments liable to state surveillance;

· represents Republic of Moldova in the international and regional metrology organisations.

Technical Committee of Standardisation in the domain of metrology (TC–6) is established at the "Moldova-Standart" for the purpose of developing normative documents.

Organisational structure of national metrology system consists of the National metrology body, metrology services of industry departments and manufacturers.   

National metrology body ("Moldova-Standard") includes Metrology department, National Institute of Standardization and Metrology, a number of regional Centers of metrology and standardisation and Metrology inspection under Central State inspection for standardization, metrology and protection of consumers. 
In the result of reorganization of the National Centre of Standards, Metrology and Certification in March 2002 a National Institute of Standardization and Metrology (INSM) has been established and charged with scientific researches and practical metrology activities.

In the field of scientific metrology:

· creation, development, conservation and status maintenance of national measurement standards of quantity units;

· traceability of national measurement standards to SI units by dint of their calibration in countries having at the disposal as primary ones the standards, obtained the universal recognition;

· confirmation of equivalence of national measurement standards to standards of the same quantity units from other countries on the ground of the results of bi- and multilateral interlaboratory comparisons;

· dimensions transferring of quantity units from the national measurement standards to reference standards of legal entities in accordance with the approved hierarchical schemes of subordination;

· elaboration and metrological expert examination of drafted normative technical documents on assurance of measurement uniformity, harmonised in regard to the metrological requirements with international and national documents of other countries;

· occupational training of local specialists in the field of metrology;

· participation in the regional metrological organisations and collaboration with related metrological institutions of different countries in specific areas of activity;

INSM and regional Centres for standardisation and metrology carry out works in the field of applied metrology:

· "link-up" with national measurement standards of reference standards, and in necessary causes, measuring instruments, which are in the application of testing and calibrating laboratories of scientific institutions, industrial enterprises and other entities of national economy;

· accreditation of juridical persons metrological services for the right to carry out the calibration work and assigning of status to the reference measuring instruments and type approval tests;

· performs verification of measuring instruments in the legal area according to the law "About metrology".

 According the delegated authority the Metrology department do the following in the field of legal metrology:

· elaboration of basic conception and long-term development programs for national metrology system;

· drafting and submission to the Government of legislative and other normative acts in the field of metrology harmonised with the similar current acts of the European countries;

· co-ordination of activity and methodical guidance of metrological service of economic agent;

· elaboration of general metrological rules, requirements and norms as well as procedural instructions and recommendations;

· licensing of activities and registration of juridical and natural persons for the right to perform the manufacture, repairs, calibration, verification, installation, sale and rent of measuring instruments

· certification of engineering personnel as state verification officers;

· collaboration with national bodies of legal metrology from the other countries in frameworks of  international and regional organisation;

State metrology surveillance over measurements in the republic (i.e. manufacture and importing of measuring instruments and their use; observance of metrological norms and directives; activities of accredited laboratories) is carried out by a Metrology inspection under Central State inspection for standardization, metrology and protection of consumers under the "Moldova-Standard".

The basic act establishing the national policy in the field of metrology is the Ordinance №20/1992 approved by the law №11/1994. This document concerns the use of the units of measurement, the national system of measurement standards and the regime of the measuring instruments subjected to the state metrological control.

The official body responsible for metrology in Romania is the Romanian Bureau of Legal Metrology (BRML)
, a public institution, with non-budgetary financing, subordinated to the Ministry of Industry and Trade. BRML coordinates the metrology activities at the national level and supervises the compliance with the legal metrology regulations throughout the country.

FUNDAMENTAL METROLOGY
The National Institute of Metrology (INM), with laboratories in Bucharest and Timisoara, provides the maintenance and development of the national measurement standards, their comparison with international and other countries measurement standards, the dissemination of the measurement units to secondary standards, higher echelon calibration services, scientific research in metrology and in other related fields. INM is a research institute, part of the BRML structure, which is financed mainly through services paid by customers, but also through contracts financed by the Ministry of Research and Technology.

The activity of INM covers the major part of physical quantities (dimensional, mechanical, electromagnetic, thermal, optical, physical-chemical, ionizing radiation, etc.). The primary standards realized at INM are assessed by BRML and declared as national standards through governmental decisions.

INM also performs calibrations, metrological verifications, pattern and conformity tests, high accuracy measurements, certification of reference materials, international cooperations, offers consultations, education and training in metrology, prepares calibration/verifications procedures and publishes the technical quarterly METROLOGIE.

APPLIED METROLOGY
A set of activities aimed at assuring traceability of all measurements in industry and other areas - also known as industrial or technical metrology – are carried out mainly in the regional metrology laboratories belonging to BRML and in the laboratories of enterprises and factories.

LEGAL METROLOGY
According to the legislation in force in the field of metrology, the measuring instruments used in areas of public interest, such as trade, health, environment protection, etc. are submitted to the metrological control of the state. This control is exerted mainly through the authorization of the metrology laboratories and of their personnel, through pattern approval of measuring instruments manufactured in Romania or imported, through initial and subsequent metrological verifications and through metrological surveillance. 

BRML issues orders and regulations in the field of legal metrology, performs inspections and applies sanctions, represents Romania in the international organizations of legal metrology.
