About the results of the 18th and 19th JCRB Meetings

COOMET Vice-President V. Krutikov informed the participants of the Meeting about the results of the 18th and 19th JCRB Meetings.

The participants of the Meeting discussed the decisions of JCRB and the ways of their implementation within CООМЕТ.

Decision and actions required:

· to ask COOMET Secretariat to translate the documents of the JCRB – the first version of the Guide to the implementation of CIPM MRA and the first version of the Rules of Procedure of JCRB and forward these documents to Members of COOMET President’s Council for coordination; 

· COOMET Joint Committee on Measurement Standards and TC 1.1–1.12 must provide the development of COOMET suggestions for JCRB and Consultative Committees concerning the publication of measurement capabilities which are not covered by existing CMC Classifier at present;

· to ask Quality Forum Chairperson S. Musil to send invitations to COOMET Quality Forum Meetings to other RMOs and JCRB and, if possible, provide the participation of COOMET representatives in similar events of other RMOs;

· to draw attention of the Chairpersons of COOMET Technical Committees (ТC 1.2 – ТC 1.11) to the necessity of informing KCDB Manager about the changes of the status of comparisons registered in this base in proper time.

The Representative of Secretariat of Slovakia to COOMET E. Kromkova presented the information about the progress of auditing QMS of COOMET NMIs to the participants of the Meeting and informed about the prospects of further cooperation within Quality Forum.

Decision and actions required:

· to ask COOMET Committee Members to promote the participation of the appointed auditors and technical experts representing metrological institutions of COOMET Member Countries in the conducting of external audit;
· to ask the administration of KazInMetr (Kazakhstan) to promote the organization of the next COOMET Quality Forum Meeting in April 2008.
