DECISIONS and actions

of the 16th meeting of COOMET President’s Council
1. Appointment of Acting President of COOMET
Due to the circumstances COOMET Vice-President N.Zhagora proposed to appoint COOMET Vice-President V.Krutikov as Acting COOMET President. COOMET Vice-President K.-D.Sommer supported the nominee of V.Krutikov and expressed a desire to keep COOMET Secretariat in Ukraine. The participants of the meeting supported these propositions.
COOMET Vice-President V.Krutikov agreed to act as COOMET President till the 22nd meeting of COOMET Committee.
Decisions and actions:
· to appoint V.Krutikov, the Vice-President of COOMET, Russia as the Acting COOMET President till the election of the COOMET President in the established order;

· to lay responsibilities of the COOMET Secretariat on the acting Secretariat till the 22nd COOMET Committee meeting;
· to instruct COOMET Secretariat together with V.Krutikov, the Acting COOMET President to prepare relevant changes in the Memorandum of COOMET regarding the fulfillment of obligations of the President of COOMET and to include the question as for approving the changes in the Memorandum of COOMET into the agenda of the 22nd COOMET Committee meeting.

Implementation of the resolutions of the 15th meeting of COOMET President’s Council
Within the item of the agenda Head of COOMET Secretariat P.Neyezhmakov reported about the decision implementing of the 15th meeting of President’s Council (PC).
There took place spirited debate about the results of the development of COOMET draft Recommendations “Procedure of formation and publication, on the COOMET web-resources, of informative data about calibration and measurement services of NMI laboratories of COOMET Member Countries” within the Project 404/RU-a/07. A set of critical comments was expressed, however the participants of the meeting agreed that such information would be helpful for NMI – members of SC “Support in developing the basic metrological infrastructure of COOMET Member Countries” and for those countries which are only studying to conduct comparisons and which are aiming to sign CIPM MRA.
Decisions and actions:

· to instruct COOMET Secretariat to control the implementation of unsolved questions and to inform about this at the 22nd COOMET Committee meeting;
· to instruct COOMET Secretariat to inform COOMET Committee members about the results of development and discussion of draft Recommendation of COOMET “Procedure of formation and publication, on the COOMET web-resources, of informative data about calibration and measurement services of NMI laboratories of COOMET Member Countries” within the scope of Project 404/RU-a/07 and to include this question into the agenda of the 22nd COOMET Committee meeting.

Implementation of Project 492/DE/10 “Development of a Conception of Joint Metrology Research in COOMET Member Countries”
COOMET Vice-President K.-D.Sommer presented the developed within the Project 492/DE/10 Questionnaires No. 1, 2, 3 to the participants.

· to instruct COOMET Secretariat to include the question about the progress of Project 492/DE/10 implementation into the agenda of the 22nd COOMET Committee meeting.

About carrying out of the Programme of COOMET NMIs Comparisons; KCDB registration of CMCs of NMIs from COOMET member countries. Signing the 2012 Programme of Comparisons by the Acting President of COOMET
PC’s participants were presented an updated version of Programme of COOMET NMIs Comparisons of COOMET Member Countries as of 5 November 2011.
The administrator of COOMET V.Bugaev presented a brief report on COOMET comparisons and drew attention to the mismatch between the number of comparisons conducted in COOMET and the number of comparisons registered in KCDB.

Acting COOMET President V.Krutikov signed the Programme of COOMET Comparisons.
Decisions and actions:

· to approve the presented variant of the COOMET Programme of Comparisons of NMIs as of 5 November 2011;

· to instruct COOMET Secretariat to distribute the COOMET Programme of Comparisons of NMIs between COOMET Committee members and to place it at the COOMET web-site by 10 December 2011;
· to ask Chairpersons of TC 1.2–TC 1.12 to update the information in the  COOMET Programme of Comparisons of NMIs;
· not to include, in future, comparisons unregistered in KCDB to the COOMET Programme of Comparisons. To include into the Programme of Comparisons of COOMET reference annexes, containing information about COOMET NMIs participation in comparisons, organized by Consultative Committees of CIPM and in comparisons, organized by other RMOs. Chairperson of JCMS, A.Chunovkina and Chairperson of SC 4.2, V.Bugaev should include the appropriate norms into the Recommendation on the maintenance of the Programme of Comparisons for approval at the 22nd COOMET Committee meeting;

· to ask Chairperson of SC 4.2, V.Bugaev and Chairperson of JCMS, A.Chunovkina to provide in 2012 the development and approval of the Internet-version of the COOMET Programme of Comparisons.

Results of the 8th meeting of TC 4 “Information and Training”
8.1
Changes in the structure and work directions of TC 4 “Information and Training”
Head of COOMET Secretariat, Chairperson of TC 4 P.Neyezhmakov informed the participants of the meeting about the results of the 8th meeting of TC 4 “Information and Training” and proposed to change the structure of TC 4.

Acting COOMET President V.Krutikov proposed to change the name of the new     SC 4.3 into “Raising Proficiency Level and Work with Young Metrologists”.
Representative of National COOMET Secretariat and Member of TC 4 from Germany A.Kögler proposed to delete the following words in the tasks of the new SC 4.1 “…together with measurement-specific Technical Committees…”.

· to accept the proposed structure and the tasks of TC 4;
· to change the name of the new SC 4.3 “Training and Professional Development” into “Professional Development and Work with Young Merologists of COOMET”;
· to change the wording of item 3 in the tasks of the new SC 4.1, deleting the words “…together with measurement-specific Technical Committees… ” and placing it in the following edition: “(3) Organization and conducting of educational seminars and trainings”;
· to recommend for approval at the 22nd COOMET Committee meeting the new structure of TC 4 “Information and Training”;

8.2
State and perspectives of informational assurance of the COOMET activity

The administrator of COOMET web-site V.Bugaev informed PC’s participants about the situation and perspectives of informational support of COOMET activities on the basis of COOMET web-site and its relationship with the COOMET data server which is being developed and also informed that at present there is realized a part of databases, which is already being published on the COOMET web-site in the capacity of independent components of the data server (projects, comparisons, CMC, reference materials). The next step will be connection of the bases by the reporters, institutes and positions (office). The prototypes of these bases are ready by this time for the publication but however they request verification of the content. Thereby the data server is supposed to be phased in operation. First of all the data server will be used as informational support system for activities of the organization and then it will be used for workflow between the COOMET reporters.
Decisions and actions:

· to approve the SC 4.2 activity on improvement of COOMET web-site and on updating and development of the databases published on it;
· to draw the attention of Chairperson of SC 4.2 at the necessity to liven the development of the COOMET web-portal;
· to instruct COOMET Secretariat to send a request to all interested countries about promoting of candidates of technical administrators to run the COOMET web-portal by 1 December 2011; 
· to ask V.Bugaev, Chairperson of SC 4.2 to present the Draft Conception of Development of COOMET Internet Resources by 25 January 2012;
· to instruct COOMET Secretariat to distribute the Draft Conception to COOMET Vice-Presidents in order for consideration and confirmation by 30 January 2012.

· to recommend to COOMET countries to use, as much as possible, the terminology given in the International Vocabulary on Metrology” (ISO 99 Guide) and International Vocabulary on Legal Metrology when developing and revising  national legal acts and normative documents.
