· to implement, improve, maintain and compare at international level the Slovak national standards of physical and technical quantities and their measurement units and to transfer their values to secondary standards,

· representation of the Slovak Republic in international metrology organisations,
· to carry out research and scientific-technical development in the field of metrology,
· to calibrate the working standards and working instruments,
· to carry out the pattern approval of measuring instruments,
· to supervise the realisation of Slovak Certified reference materials,
· to elaborate technical regulations, Law on metrology Decrees which determine technical requirements, methods of verification of measuring instruments subjected to the verification and pattern approval,
· to educate and to train specialists for legal metrology and industrial calibration laboratories, 
· to certify personnel for metrology,
· to perform specialised and technical activities in the field of accreditation and certification bodies and other specialists dealing with technical measurements.
