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RESULTS OF WORK AND ADOPTED RESOLUTIONS 


Agenda item 1:  


Mr. O. Staugaitis, Director of Lithuanian Metrology Department welcomed the participants and opened the meeting.


He wished the participants of the meeting successful work and gave some practical information. After having been discussed the agenda was adopted (annex 1).


Agenda item 2: 


Heads of delegations identified themselves and the members of their delegations.


Agenda item 3: 


Participants reported on the current certified reference materials activities in Belarus, Bulgaria, Lithuania, Moldova, Russia, Slovakia and Ukraine. Written activity reports were submitted by Belarus, Bulgaria and Russia (annexes 3.1, 3.2 and 3.3 respectively). Representatives of Lithuania, Moldova and Slovakia informed the participants that they will submit the information on CRM activity in their respective countries in writing to the Secretariat of TC 1.12 “CRMs” in December 2002. Besides, Mrs. A. Matiasova informed the participants that in the 1st half of 2003 the e-version of the catalogue of CRMs approved in Slovakia (both national and foreign CRMs) will be circulated together with a price-list.


Agenda item 4:   


Prof. V. Leonov spoke within the agenda item. In his presentation he reported on the main results of the 12th meeting of COOMET Committee (Cuba, Havana, May 2002) and on the priority tasks of cooperation on CRM problem in connection with the decisions taken at the Committee meeting (annex 4). Prof. V. Leonov informed the meeting on the appointment of the Representatives in TC 1.12 “CRMs” from the countries in accordance with the information provided by COOMET Secretariat (annex 4.1)


The following decision was taken:  

1. To take the information into account.

2. To take into consideration and follow the decisions taken at the 12th meeting of 

COOMET Committee in  cooperation on CRM problem.

Agenda item 5:  

The current works outlined by Project Coordinators were discussed.

5.1. Information of COOMET TC 1.12 “CRMs” Secretariat on the progress of the projects  on “Certified Reference Materials” problem. 
Mrs. E. Burykina presented the information of COOMET TC 1.12 “CRMs” Secretariat concerning the progress of the projects on “CRM” problem (annex 5.1).

The decision was taken as follows:   

 
1.To take the information into account.

2. To take the information given by Mr. V. Makarevich that the authors – Coordinators

 of projects 188/BY/99 and 189/BY/99 (the author: R. of Belarus) suggested that the projects should be deleted from the COOMET Working Programme.

3.To take into account the information of Mrs. M. Georgieva that the projects 198-202/BG/99 (the author: Bulgaria) will be finalized, the authors will present the reports and documentation on the developed CRMs in May 2003.

5.2. Discussing the progress of current works on the projects.  

The progress of works on the projects was discussed with account for the information delivered by the Project Coordinators.

5.2.1. Project 186/RU/99 “Development of the Programme of joint CRM development within

                     COOMET”

Mr. I. Dobrovinsky spoke on the issue, presented the updated Programme (as of November 2002) and gave the information on the progress made in the frameworks of the Programme.

The decision was taken as follows:   

1.To consider the Programme (as of November 2002) to be agreed (annex 5.2.1).

            2.To find it expedient to retain in the Programme the projects already in progress (the forms of Proposed or Agreed projects are prepared).

            3.To find it expedient to devide the Programme into two sections: the first section will include the projects already started  (the forms of Proposed and Agreed projects are prepared), the second section will include the projects proposed for initial consideration; to enter the information on the contact person in the column indicating the organization - proposer of the project. 

4.To take into consideration that Slovakia will inform the Project Coordinator on the possibility  of its organizations to participate in certification analyses in the 1st quarter 2003.


5. To request the Secretariat of COOMET TC1.12 “CRMs” to introduce changes into the Programme taking into account the results of the discussion and proposals of Kazakhstan submitted to the meeting.


6. To request the COOMET Secretariat to place the agreed Programme (as of January 2003) at the COOMET web-site.


7. To request the representatives of COOMET member-countries to stir up the work on participation of COOMET producers in the Programme in their respective countries and to submit additional proposals on the Programme to the Secretariat of the Chairman of COOMET TC 1.12 “CRMs”  as they appear.


8. To request the Project Coordinator to present the updated version of the Programme to the next COOMET meeting on CRMs.

5.2.2. Projects 182/BG/99 “Development of CRMs for composition of drinks produced

                        of  distillate (3 types)”,

                       183/BG/99 “Development of CRMs for composition of ethyl alcohol (3 types)”,

                      184/BG/99”Development of CRMs  for composition of tartaric acid (1type)”

Mrs. M. Georgieva spoke on the issue, reported on the changes made in the projects and presented Technical Assignments for CRM development and informational proposals on the projects (annex 5.2.2).


The decision was taken as follows:  

1. To take the information on the progress of works on the projects into account.

2. To include the projects in the Programme of Joint CRM Development within 

COOMET (project 186).

3. To take into account that the author presented informational proposals to invite the participants of interlaboratory analyses (ILA), agreed Technical Assignments for CRM development with modifications in p.6 concerning the dates of carrying out the works (annex 5.2.2).

4.To take into account that Belarus, Lithuania, Moldova, Russia, Slovakia and Ukraine expressed their principal consent to participate on the projects.


5. To request the representatives of COOMET member-countries in TC 1.12 “CRMs” to address the experts of their respective countries with a view to decide on the possibility of their participation in ILA and to inform the Project Coordinator and the Chairman of TC 1.12 “CRMs” on the decision taken and the amount of RM material needed for analyses by 15 January 2003.


6. To request the Project Coordinator to re-draft the forms of Agreed  Projects, to agree upon them with COOMET Committee Member from Bulgaria and forward them to COOMET Secretariat and to the Chairman of TC 1.12 “CRMs” within a month.

5.2.3. Project 236/BY/01 “Development of CRMs for specific activity of radio nuclides

Mr. V. Makarevich spoke on the issue, reported on the progress of works on the project and informed the participants, that the project has been transferred from “Proposed” to “Agreed” and is close to completion.


The decision was taken as follows:

and- technical work as soon as it is prepared and the documents for 2 types of RMs after their approval as certified reference materials of Belarus to Representatives of COOMET member-countries in TC 1.12 “CRMs” and to the Chairman of TC 1.12 to prepare conclusions on the possibility of the recognition of the developed CRMs as COOMET CRMs.

Mr. I. Dobrovinsky spoke on the issue and reported on the progress of works on the projects attracting the participants’ attention to the fact that the works on the development of CRMs within the projects are at the different stages; he also noted that it is planned to transfer the projects from “Proposed” to “Agreed”.


The decision was taken as follows:  

1.To take the information on the progress of works on the projects into account.


2.To request the Representatives of Republic of Belarus and Kyrgyz Republic in TC 1.12 “CRMs” to contact organizations among which the samples of RM material for composition of complex ore within the project 237/RU/01 were distributed, to accelerate the presentation of certification results to the Chairman of TC 1.12 “CRMs”.

3.To take into account that in the framework of the project 237/RU/01 RM material for composition and properties of coal has been prepared and the samples will be distributed among the participants of work for certification analyses in the 1st half of 2003.

4.To request the Project Coordinator to prepare the forms of Agreed projects 237/RU/01 and 238/RU/01 and send them to COOMET Secretariat and to the Chairman of TC 1.12 “CRMs” for submitting to Committee Members and including the given projects in the COOMET Working Programme.

            3.To request the Secretariat to introduce changes in the registration number concerning the year of  the agreement of the revised version and to place R/RM/8-2002 at COOMET web-site.


4.To request all participants when developing CRMs within COOMET to draw up documents for CRMs in compliance with the agreed document.

Mrs. E. Burykina informed the participants on the progress of the Register of CRMs developed within COOMET and on the development of the software for running  the data bank of COOMET CRMs and presented output forms of the data bank documents for data input and search in the data bank of COOMET CRMs when the bank is in operation (annex 6 in 30 pages).
