In June 2000 the First meeting of the COOMET Working group of the contact persons and experts in the field of ionizing radiation and radioactivity took place in Mendeleevo (Russia). The specialists from Russia, Ukraine, Byelorussia, and Slovakia participated in the Meeting. During the last year after the First Meeting some problems has appeared which should be solved. 169/UA/98 – Rn-222 volume activity in air measurement means comparison (Proposed by V.Sklyarov, KSSRIM, Ukraine)

171/RU/99 – Means and methods of tesing medical X-ray diagnostics apparatus parameters (Proposed by V.Yarina, VNIIFTRI, Russia)

175/RU/99 A status of a measurement standard base in the field of ionizing radiation and radioactivity for the countries – members of COOMET (proposed by V. Yarina, VNIIFTRI, Russia).


Therefore, COOMET Rapporteur in the field of ionizing radiation and radioactivity would like to invite you and representatives of your country to take part in the Second Meeting of the COOMET Working group of the contact persons and experts. The Second Meeting will take place on October 29-30, 2001 in Minsk (Byelorussia). Th host of the Meeting is Belorussian State Institute for Metrology (BelGIM).
