Resolution

The COOMET working group "Legal Metrology" (WG LM) met on April 9 at the PTB in Braunschweig. At this meeting, the WG LM coordinated the following issues for its further work. These issues will be submitted to the COOMET Committee at its meeting in Havana, Cuba, in May 2002.

1 The WG LM confirms Mr. Rainer Hahnewald in his function as Reporter for the year in which Mr. Apel will be absent.

2
The participants reported on the situation of legal metrology in their native countries. The present modifications are orientated at the development in the OIML and the European Union (EU).

For verifications, accredited laboratories will be included. At the same time, national regulations will increasingly be adapted to the standard ISO IEC 17025. Presently, a point of discussion within the EU is the stronger inclusion of the accredition. For this purpose, the "Reflection Paper" of the EU was handed out to the members of the working group. At the COOMET meeting 2002, Mr. Apel will give a lecture on this issue.

In order to exchange information, use should be made of

the INTERNET. For this purpose, the members of the WG LM should supply their INTERNET addresses to the Reporter. The Reporter is going to distribute the List of Addresses to the members of the WG LM.

4 
The resolution agreed upon by the representatives of the

regional metrology organizations (RLMOs) at their meeting in Moscow in September 2001 will be handed over to the Reporter by Mr. Shagora, President of the COOMET.

At the moment, there is no need for the WG LM to take action.

The elaboration of the COOMET working programme to the "Analysis of the State of Legal Metrology in the COOMET Member Countries" will be dealt with in the following way:

Project 204/DE/00


Work will continue as follows:

Project 206/RU/00

So far, only two countries have completed the questionnaire. The countries are asked to hand the completed questionnaires in to the Project Coordinator.

Project 207/BY/00

The requirements were worked out by the Project Coordinator and have repeatedly been adapted to the demands of the countries concerned. The WG LM is going to adopt the present requirements as a Recommendation.

The Project Coordinator will deliver a translation into English.

Deadline: April 30, 2002

The work on this project is completed. This will be advised to the COOMET Committee at the meeting 2002.

Project 208/BG/00

So far Bulgaria had not started any work on this project. In view of the significance of the project, the project coordination is assigned to Ukraine.

Project 213/BY/00

The work on this project is being continued according to the present suggestion of the Project Coordinator. 

Project 209/RU/00

The suggested project does not only apply to legal metrology but to an increasing extent also to metrology not subject to legal control. This issue is a part of General Metrology and should be suggested to the COOMET Committee as a working group of its own.

The Guide so far compiled by Russia will be mailed to the COOMET member countries.
